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Introduction

Robinson Pool provides a wide range
of swimming lessons that caters for all
ages and abilities. Our aim is to
provide a high standard of swimming
tuition in a safe environment.

Our ‘One to One’ swimming lessons
provide pupils with tuition tailored to
the individuals needs. The individual
tuition can help develop a variety of
skills for those wanting to learn to swim
through to those wishing to develop
specific elements or skills. These
lessons can also be used to
supplement pupil’s tuition in our Junior
or Adult swimming schemes.

Lessons are taught by an ASA level 1
or 2 swimming instructor in a
designated part of the pool in which
you wish to learn. Due to the nature of
the lessons, instructors can teach from
the side or in the water if required.

All swimming lessons at Robinson Pool
adhere to guidelines set by swimming’s
national governing body, the Amateur
Swimming Association (ASA). We
currently follow their most up-to-date
syllabus; the ASA National Plan for
Teaching Swimming.

FAQ’s

How do | start?

The One to One lessons are run
throughout the year and can be started
at any point. The One to One scheme
IS very popular so we are sometimes
limited on availability. Please see
reception for current availability and
enquiry forms.

Are there any restrictions?

There can be a maximum of two pupils
in one class. Pupils must be aged 3
years and above.

When can | have a One-to-One
lesson?

One to One lessons take place during
casual swimming hours. Hours of
availability does vary as spaces may
be limited (see above) as does teacher
availability.

What is the lesson duration?
Lessons last for 30 minutes. You can
book lessons back to back if time and
pool space permit.

Terms & Conditions

. One to One lessons are

available during casual
swimming sessions and are
subject to teacher availability.

. Lessons must be booked and

paid for 7 days in advance.

If the customer wishes to
continue with the lessons on the
same day and time they must
rebook before or on the day of
the last lesson.

. 48 hours notice must be given to

cancel a lesson and a credit will
be issued for another One to
One lesson of the same value. If
less than 48 hours notice is
provided the lesson will still be
charged for.

If a teacher cancels, the
customer will be informed and
will not be charged.

. Any credit given for lessons can

only be transferred once.

. A maximum of two pupils per

lesson. Charges are per half-
hour, not per person.

. Pupil must be 3 years of age

and above.
